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RESUMEN

La investigacion se desarrolld con el objetivo de determinar de qué manera el
involucramiento de la Fuerza Aérea del Pert en tareas de seguridad mediante el empleo de
la Fuerza en la lucha activa contra el narcotrafico genera implicancias en la mision, el
personal y en los medios asignados por la institucion dentro de un componente aéreo. La
metodologia que se empleod fue de tipo Descriptivo, transversal y Basica, para lo cual se ha
utilizado el método. Cualitativo, de disefio tipo: No Experimental, utilizando las técnicas
de: La Observacion etnografica, la Entrevista y la Participacion. Se concluyd que las
Implicancias son negativas para el personal que haga uso de la Fuerza derribando
aeronaves civiles (narco avionetas), para lo cual el personal involucrado no estaria exento
de afrontar la responsabilidad de un proceso judicial ante un juez y explicar las razones por
la cual neutraliz6 dicha aeronave.
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ABSTRACT

The investigation took place with the objective of determining in which ways the
involvement of the Peruvian air force in matters of security, by means of use of the force in
an active fight against drug trafficking, brings about implications for the mission, the
people, and designated avenues assigned by the institution within the aerial component
group. The methods that were used were observational, intersecting, and basic. A
qualitative, non-experimental design was utilized, via the techniques of: ethnographic
observation, interview, and participation. It was concluded that the implications are
negative for those that use the air force to demolish civilian aircrafts (drug aircrafts) due to
the fact that the individuals involved would not be exempt from accepting responsibility
via judicial process before a judge and explaining the reasons for which they neutralized
said aircraft.
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
