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RESUMEN

El tipo de investigacion es del tipo tedrica, de nivel descriptivo y disefio no experimental.
Para lograr el objetivo se encuesto a tripulaciones aéreas militares que han operado en diez
aerodromos de nuestra Amazonia. Para ello se tomo en cuenta los registros de observacion
de aer6dromos amazénicos en los que opera el Grupo Aéreo N°42 de la Fuerza Aérea del
PerG a fin de comprobar la presencia de fendmenos meteoroldgicos adversos al vuelo;
posteriormente se utiliz6 un cuestionario para veintinueve tripulaciones aéreas de esa Unidad
gque operan en esos aerodromos que indiquen su apreciacion sobre la calidad de la
informacion meteoroldgica proporcionada y finalmente una guia de entrevista para una
autoridad aerondutica que permita conocer el tipo de informacidn aeronautica autorizada.
La investigacion concluye confirmando que la disponibilidad de Informacion meteoroldgica
contribuye significativamente a la percepcion de seguridad en las operaciones aéreas en los
aerodromos no controlados de nuestra Amazonia.
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ABSTRACT

The type of research is of the theoretical type, descriptive level and non-experimental design.
To achieve the objective, military air crews that have operated at ten aerodromes in our
Amazon were surveyed. To this end, the observation records of the Amazonian aerodromes
in which the Air Group No. 42 of the Peruvian Air Force operates in order to check the
presence of adverse meteorological phenomena on the flight were taken into account;
Subsequently, a questionnaire was used for twenty-nine air crews of that Unit that operate
in those aerodromes that indicate their appreciation of the quality of the meteorological
information provided and finally an interview guide for an aeronautical authority that allows
knowing the type of aeronautical information authorized. The investigation concludes
confirming that the availability of meteorological information contributes significantly to
the perception of safety in the air operations in the non-controlled aerodromes of our
Amazon.
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
